Lathe Review

Richard Murphy asked me to review my lathe forNesvsletter. After the appeal in the last issue |
couldn’'t refuse. Anyhow | knew if | didn’t write ie would write something I'd prefer not to read!

| have two lathes, a record C3 variable speed drhduate bowl lathe with a DIY conversion
variable speed. I'll talk about both.

The CL 3 is a relatively recent acquisition. Beftirat | had a Record No 3, which is basically the
same lathe without the variable speed. At thisfpidiimd the variable speed on the two lathes is
indispensable. | find it so convenient and it alseans | am more likely to use the appropriate S

| can turn a knob rather than change a belt. Oakl@m | have is that the Record doesn'’t have re
action. | use the reverse on the Graduate quite\atien | am sanding — | usually change the action
between each grade of sandpaper. The Record spetdller is excellent. | have never experienced
a loss of torque and rarely change the belt spebdg three belt speeds to allow for very high and
very low speeds). | had lots of problems with thxejie on the Graduate, even though it has a two HP
single phase motor, but recently it seems fine aftene adjustments a friendly electrician (who
double jobs as an editor) made some adjustments.

The Graduate is ideal for bowls because you cak dioectly in front of the bowl. | find this a Il&
awkward on the Record. | never liked the bowl-tnghattachment on the Record and haven't fitted it
on the CL3 (its lying under the bench). On the @edd there is a type of table with a cross- shaped
slot instead of the bed bars. | find these veryvaarki for getting the rest into the correct position
Henry East has a similar lathe and he designedtachanent to give much greater manoeuvrability
with the rest. I'll eventually get round to havinge made. Fitting and removing the tailstock on the
Graduate is a bit of a pain in the neck. | raredg the tailstock now (since | got the CL3) except f
remounting bowls to finish off the base. | avoitirfig it as much as possible — its too heavy and
cumbersome.

Both lathes are very smooth although the Graduaditde noisier than the Record. The record is
about five years old and already I've had to chahgebearing (thanks for your help, Editor). I've
been told that all Record lathes are now made sdr@enin Asia and the quality is simply not as
good as it used to be when they were made in Edgleime Graduate | have was originally bought in
the seventies and is still running perfectly. Asda | know the original bearings are still inTihe
Graduate is a much more solid, heavy, cast-irdreland handles off-balance pieces very well. My
Record is 48 inches between centres and even thbhgh solid bed bars | feel it's more prone to
vibration than my older No3, which was 36 inchesueen centres.

Having two lathes is a little extravagant but Elithe variety of moving from one to the other. déiviel
part with one it will probably be the Graduate hesgit’s limited to about 14 inches between centres
But for bowls the Graduate is a clear winner. ddlad two lathes useful when I'm making a pair of
something. | work the two together, moving from detde to the other.

Tool Standardization

There’s an interesting article in the latest isstildmerican Woodturner (The Journal of the Associatibn
Woodturners, Fall 2006 Vol 21 No8jh Tool standardization. Alan Lacer reports from AW
Symposium in Louisville on a discussion on the ¢opjihe discussion panel included representativas fr
Robert Sorby, Henry Taylor/Hamlet, Crown Tools, @ag and Glaser Hitech/CET.

“Each representative identified gouges as the tihalspresent the largest problems in naming azidgsi

1. Gouges milled from round stock bar are a concermeasurement — should it be the flute width or
diameter of the rod? For instance what makes aegab#j bowl gouge? Because there is no
standard or agreement confusion reigns.

2. The naming of the shallow gouge (which is also kn@s the detail gouge, fingernail gouge,
ladyfinger gouge, contour gouge, spindle gougsjraply ‘gouge’) begs for standardization. In
some catalogues, turners may find the same toarufitferent names on facing pages.

3. Does the renaming of the roughing gouge to thedépiroughing gouge reduce confusion as to the
intended use? Among frequent demonstrators, wentento hear about accidents with this tool
when unwisely used for bowl turning.”

There seemed to be less concern among companiesthbdlute shape and grinds (edge profiles) bezau
it was felt that “the edge profile is where a mautiéirer has a chance to show interpretation armuation
of a particular tool, as well as showcase specdigeerofiles”

Demo Notes For September 2006

Demonstrator:  Pat Carroll (Gorey Chapter)
Demonstration: Hollow Form
Lathe Used: Nova 3000.

Pat arrived early as usual and proceeded straaghetlecture hall to lend a hand in setting
up the equipment for the demonstration. The exdradl were very welcome as our lathe is
by no means lightweight. The current building worklerenure meant we had restricted
access to our storage room so the lathe had talbedrried and dragged out to the trans-
port vehicle. | was a little confused when Pattethto bring in various lengths of steel bar
but all was revealed when he fitted several diffecaitting tips and scrapers to the ends of
the aforementioned bars. Pat had discovered Ikerakother turners that many of the hol-
lowing tools on offer at high prices are little redhan well finished steel bars capable of
holding the cutting tips etc for hollow turninghdve made and use several smaller versions
of these handles and providing you drill and tagdbrrect size thread to fix the bits there is
little difference in performance.

Pat however has one or two monster handles ofHLdrameter and 2-3 feet in length. The
sheer weight of these handles help soak up vilraimal aids control of the cutting tips
when they are deep inside a large hollow form. Mainwou will remember Pats winning
hollow form in The Gorey Seminar earlier this yeatestimony to his turning and creative
ability.

Pat started by rough turning his blank to removmash excess timber as possible and is
not to fussy about how this is achieved . He wskt @ spindle roughing gouge or a large
bowl gouge to achieve a rough shape quickly and &pplies finer cuts so as to reduce the
amount of sanding required. He sharpens his tegislarly to ease the pressure needed
when cutting. He then turns a spigot to suit thec&e is using so as to obtain maximum
grip when hollowing the vessel. The piece wasnsaein the lathe and the chuck tight-
ened, Pat leaves the chuck loose initially andgsrump the tail stock to help centre the blank
in the chuck and then tightens the jaws. He emphddhat it is very important to achieve a
secure hold as the forces exerted on the blank Wwbkowing can be considerable and an
airborne blank of that size as a result of a pogr lgas the potential to inflict serious injury
to the unsuspecting turner.

Having reversed the blank he then removed thedaksand fitted a Jacobs chuck to allow
him to bore a hole the correct depth in the bldtewithdrew the drill bit frequently to re-
move shavings and reduce the chances of the l@ingron the waste wood inside the
blank. Having drilled his blank to the requireg@tteand made a note of the depth on the
outside of the blank he proceeded to the hollowifipe vessel. Pat used a spindle gouge
initially to remove timber inside the mouth of thkank starting his cut with the gouge on



the centre line and the flute facing the 10 O'clpokition. Applying the tip while lowering
the handle will quickly remove timber and with tiléi practice quite a sizeable hollow form
can be created. This method is particularly sugtébt those with more modest lathes and |
use this method when producing small boxes. Patdaon using this gouge until he was
forced to change to a larger hollowing tool fitiedh the big brother hollowing cutter tip.
These tips come with a shield which reduces thergg\wof the cut so as to improve con-
trollability and a smoother finish. The lathe speaast be reduced to a maximum of 400
rpm as the tips will clog up with chippings if tepeed is to fast as well as increasing the
risk of the aforementioned catch. This is not dtprEght as a large steel bar stuck inside a
hollow form and rotating at high speed is nottfor faint hearted. Pat uses several types of
callipers to check wall thickness as the hollowing
proceeds and tries to achieve a consistent thisknes
from the bottom to the top of the vessel. He will
change the cutting tip to a scraper tip to blerd th
small ridges left inside the form after hollowingda
tries to keep the entry hole as small as possiibiks.
reduces the amount of sanding required internally a
no body can get their fingers beyond a certaintpoin
Having hollowed the vessel he uses an airline p he
remove the waste as he proceeds and is very keen to
emphasise the wearing of a good quality dust mask
when using an airline and sanding a piece( you only
have one set of lungs) and fine dust is very danger
to everybody.
Pat had several superb pieces on display and pointe
out small differences in each and how he had used
small inserts of African Blackwood at the openihgs
some of his pieces to achieve a lovely contrast be-
tween the light and dark wood as well as redudmeg t
opening still further (Clever man). Pat uses Danish
oil to finish his pieces and applies several ctats
achieve a silky smooth finish. | for one enjoyes hi
demonstration immensely and learnt a lot of newrepies and solved one of my own hol-
lowing problems by simply reducing the speed oflatiie to achieve a better cut. Pat
sharpens his cutting tips by using a diamond simamgestone lubricated with a little water
to maintain a super sharp cutting edge.
Thanks very much to Pat and we would hope to irhiit@ again in the New Year. The
Gorey chapter have an excellent ambassador farchapter indeed.
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
