Icicle

Start with a piece of 1% inch square and mounhirck. Turn the icicle, starting from its tip andnkimg back towards what
will be the bottom of the globe. Sand and applydgamsealer as you go. Finally cut a tenon sliglttger than the size of the
drill you will use in boring the hole in the globe.

“bowls” — its useful to have the tailstock centrarkfor gluing. There’s no need to sand the insidetry to get an even wall
thickness on both halves. Now glue together magurg the grain matches.
When the glue is completely dry proceed with fifmghthe outside. Firstly remove the waste at thistteck end. Next drill a
hole (about ¥z inch diameter) from the tailstock egtit through the globe to the headstock end. Willbe used for inserting
the icicle and top. Check the tenon on the iciolefit at this point. Finish off the outside of tgbe, taking care at headstock
end to allow for the hole through the stem nearctheck. Apply sealer and finish. If you are usiryg thow is the time to apply.
| like to glue the icicle in place while the glolseheld in the chuck. You can use the tailstockreeto line up the tip of the ici-
cle to get it centred. When the glue is dry paftled globe at headstock (don't forget the hole'yedored!).

Top

Make the top of the ornament from the remaindeheficicle stock. Turn and fit the icicle first atiten shape and finish the top
and part off. Insert a very small brass screw aye the top of the assembled ornament. If you ek used sanding sealer you
can spray the whole piece with a melamine lacqusimoilar product.

Order of turning and Assembly

Start with icicle and complete including partind fsdm stock in chuck. Next complete globe but dgart from stock. Fit ici-
cle and adjust hole in globe to fit tenon. Glue asdemble. Part off globe exposing drill hole astizck end. Make tenon on top
to fit drill hole in globe. Part off top and compeassemble.
