There is nevertheless a longfligechnical ‘stuff”
that is second nature to the skilled turner - hehedanguage difficulty.
For example, you not only have to learn that ‘Chuigkot the American
pet-name for Charles - it is a yoke for holding wwrk-piece in the lathe
- you also have to get used to the fact that tiseaewhole family of
‘Chucks’ including scroll, vacuum and cup. Therevwen a Jacob’s chuck
which is presumably used when making biscuit barrel

You must quickly learn to tell your gouges from ygauges, and woe
betide the unwary who can't differentiate betweerdhes and birches. |
feel sorry for the beginner who went to a talk bounting Methods’ ex-
pecting to further his ability in matters amoroosly to find it was all
about our old friend 'Chuck’!

The language trap is at its most puzzling in thelelarea of measure-
ment. Even the beginner who has mastered the eliféer between metric
and imperial systems is likely to have difficultytivthe mysteries of
verniers, calipers and inside/outside gauges. Tkemaatters worse, re-
cent editions of the Newsletter have raved ab@drirtable matters like
the Fibonacci Gauge, the Divine Proportion andraangmous character
named 'Phif)’.

The sensible ones will have
benefited from classes - thank you Frank Gallagheother great way to learn is from the demonsiresi
Naturally one can learn a lot from the actual ssdgading up to the finished article being made akent
beginner can learn even more from the style, agbraad working methods of the demonstrator.

In my own case | remember learning - when watcRlater Mulvaney - how many basic errors | had been
making with my old banger of a router. Pat Carfi@din Gorey taught us a great deal about very finekw
with scrapers, but | benefited most from jottingvohis tip about slightly rounding the outer edgés
straight scrapers; | have avoided a lot of catsinese then. It was greatly encouraging to heahtbkely
talented Seamus Cassidy explaining why he raredyg tiee skew chisel. This was a great relief tora-ha
fisted beginner.
