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Beginners Guide to Woodturning Part 9

Master Classes.

At the October Chapter meeting we had another gsafeal turner giving the demonstration. Once ggesn
a beginner, | was struck by the generous way irclwthiose who earn a living from turning are pregdoe
share the tricks of the trade with their colleagailed admirers. While not competent to describenindetail
the project demonstrated, | nevertheless jottedndsmme pointers that may help the learner.

Project.

In the previous two meetings we had Peter MulvareyHerve de Wergifosse, and now we had Seamus
Cassidy to demonstrate work on a very cleverlygiesi, eye-catching and delicate platter. Quitenadie

the Chapter members have attended workshops inugéastablishment in Newgrange, and his reputation
had guaranteed a good attendance.

He produced a thin platter in ash, and had intredwcfairly prominent “crack” running from the rim
towards the centre. He had done this on a bandsdlatshe could show how one might treat a realkces

a design opportunity. On this occasion he finistiedwork by lacing up the apparent fault with ahea
thong.

Display.

Before starting he mentioned the importance of iclensg having a base or stand for a platter. Tdrenal
tendency would be to lay a platter down flat, ahdaurse this would not show it off to good effestfairly
simple block with two sloping pins enabled the omteedisplay the item to much better effect. Nallyra
being a professional, Seamus showed some of tlases land they are admirable pieces in themselves.
He normally uses yellow pine as it is quite heand finds the best proportion is achieved by makiieg
based the width of the diameter of the displaygiétaving scorched the wood and wire brushed h e
grain; he cleans and oils it to give a very plegsippled effect. A small groove for the base amd tamin
dowels sloped to the rear to suit, and the jolnised (Seamus actually uses something a bit more
sophisticated than a wire brush, but why pasalbhis secrets.)

Safety.

During his demo Seamus mentioned a few points wifielbeginner could do well to note. While using th
blow torch to scorch the wood he acknowledged tha,everyone else, he may not totally clear aaihy
shavings, so he makes a point of always havingtahvth nearby, in case of accident.

He also cautioned us never to leave the key irualgheven for a short while. He mentioned an ocrasi
where he had done so, and someone who was fiddlumgl accidentally switched on the lathe. The key
went into orbit but luckily the damage done wastoad human.

As he neared the end of the shaping of the plageamrged us to remember to round off the thin exdbe
piece so as to avoid cut fingers. This seemecdtpaibell with many of his listeners. Speakingistehers, |
am reminded that one recent and well-known dematwstconfessed to having skimped on ear protection
over the years. As a result he now suffers badiyftinnitus, a very irritating and uncomfortablenddion.

Style and Technique.

One of the benefits of regularly attending demaisins is to realise that every turner has thein owique
set-up in their workshop, as well as their own reghes and preferred methods. They often face dlesta
when they take on a demonstration away from atlitheamiliar. Can you imagine reaching up to whyoe
always keep your chuck key, only to find it is tio¢re, or to reach for the tool-rest lever to salt is
missing! Seamus, to his credit, was not unduly ufzsénd that the complete lathe was above hisfaed
height. This was soon put right with the help ééa volunteers.

In his home set-up he has his grinder close to laaadn almost constant use. He was certainly
inconvenienced as the Chapter grinder was appgrierithe with the camera, and had to be moved abou
Seamus kept his cool and the only temper that e&tsalas that in one of his favourite “swept backliges.
He had not been able to get a good working edgtisiin recent times, and was surprised as he had
assumed that modern HSS tools would be temperedghout their length.



A few points he made about his normal techniquiege@ to finishing. He never uses a power sancdhel, a

always uses a pad round which he wraps the diffgreide papers. One practical reason for this tets t
on the platter he was making, the pressure of fsigeuld press the gritted surface down into tlaelcr
resulting in an edge that was not crisp. He alratvgays picks Danish oil as his finish of choice.

Shaping.

Seamus has a most deft touch with the gouge andvelven working on the final stages of the rim - in-
cluding the crack, which at this stage was allovangpod deal of flexing -

he was removing the wood with such a clean ligtokst that very little sanding was going to be nelede
The work was so thin at this stage that he had tegesito provide some degree of support round rdekc
He supported the back of the platter with his hefihd, and as he continued to remove a whisperthof as
one hand only on the gouge - there wasn’t as msehraurmur from any of us watching. | for one
watched in awe as Seamus bravely pushed his gkillge limit, and | prayed that he would finish doef
the work cracked or split. He did.

Throughout this fine display of turning | had conted to watch Seamus’s hands rather than the two
screens. It can be very instructive for the leatoavatch the spacing of the hands, the grip, teact
with the tool-rest, and most importantly the movaitseip and down, side to side, and finally thetrota
of the tool. For too long | had been expectingetarh the secrets of good turning only on-screercddfse
the screens are vital for a close viewufat is happening, but to séew it is happening the answer seems
to me to be mainly in the hands.

Thanks to Seamus and all the others who have shtedkills and artistry with us.
