An ebonised platter in the making.

July Demo. The July demo was given by Noel Fay of the Carpentry
Store, and his demo was about finishes. He showed us a variety of
lacquers, oils and waxes and gave much advice on their use. He
particularly dwelled on the use of ebonising finishes and how to colour
the grain. This he did on a platter and other pieces. His talk gave us a
wealth of detail and insight into this sometimes, mysterious world. The
two handouts that he distributed are reproduced here.
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Ebonising and Gilding

Materials Required
Ash or Oak

MY Web Pads - Green 400g. Red 600g. Orange 1000g
Ebonising Lacquer
Liming Brush
Gilt Cream
Hard Wax Oil

Procedure

+ Sand timber up to 1000g to remove all scratch

marks.

+ Open the grain with Liming Brush. Brush with
the grain.

+ Apply 2-3 light coats of ebonising lacquer and
allow to_dry.

+ Apply the gilt cream sparingly in a circular
motion with a safety/soft cloth.

+ Remove all excess as you go.

+ Seal the gilt cream into the grain with the hard
wax oil again using safety/soft cloth.

+ Have fun & remember there are 3 different
colours available - Copper Silver & Gold

Gather round!
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Wax Finishes

Deemed the "classic" finish waxes have been
used for centuries to protect and enhance wooden
furniture. Made from natural ingredients they
produce a soft, satin sheen and give furniture a
silkey feel.

The benefits:

1. Can be applied directly onto bare wood.

2. Can be used over French polish, varnish or oil
create an extra protective barrier.

3. Easy to repair and maintain, simply re-wax
the affected area.

Things to consider:

1. A wax finish is the least durable of all the
finishes and needs to be maintained regulary.
Maintenance is however simple, just re-wax when
the surface loks dull.

2. Wax finishes are not suitable for high water
areas. Oil or warnish finshes are recommended in
these areas.

|Oil Finish

Amongst the oldest forms of wood finishing, oils
give a natural, hardwearing finish with an
unmistakable sheen and silky smoothness.

The benefits:

1. Highly resistant to moisture and heat

2. Easy to apply and maintain, simple re-apply a
coat of oil

3. Greatly enhance the colour of the timber and
intensify the grain pattern.

Things to consider:

1. Oil finishes are penetrating finishes which
means they soak into the fibres of the wood and
consequently darken the timber.

Erench Polish

The premium finish for wood furniture, a French
polish is made up of many layers and is primarily
used on antique furniture producing a highly
polished surface.

Varnish

The most durable and hardwearing of all wood
finishes, varnishes are ideal for items in heavy use
and where maxium protection is required.

The benefits:

1. Highly resistant to water, heat and alcohol
2. Quick and easy to apply

3. No maintenance required

4. Protect furniture from scratches and stains

Things to consider:

1. Damage varnish has to be stripped back and
completely removed before re-varnishing. This can
be time consuming.

The benefits:

1. Gives a high quality look and finish
2. Durable

3. Ideal for furniture restoration

Things to consider:

1. Low resistance to heat and water

2. Requires a reasonable skill level to apply

3. Takes time to apply, serval coats are required
to achieve a good quality finish.
